This was the question asked by our presenter, Fr Timothy Radcliffe, at our recent Staff 
Professional Faith Day held last week .  His message was clear and relevant to an 
evolving world of ósubjective truths. 
  
Fr Timothy upheld that as humans we need the truth, without it we perish. His concern is 
that as a society we are losing our identity as we no longer pursue the truth.  Instead we 
are retreating from complexity as we now work from simplistic slogans. His challenge to 
us as educators was to have óspacious mindsô and be open to unexpected truths.  In turn we need to assist our students to 
find this for themselves, by ensuring as teachers and staff that we love our subjects and our work in schools. This JOY of 
learning comes from helping each other to see the value in the other, allowing the tension of difference to bring us closer to 
the truth. This search invites us further, to find new ways to discover beauty to express our faith in every generation:  
óBeauty has its own authority, it does not bully!ô  This expression of faith is the challenge of a perilous adventure in the 
search for truth, in the non-violence of Christ:  óOur Christianity 
is a perilous journey in a risk adverse society.ô  Take Courage!

PISA 2018  - Information for Parents 
 

Sacred Heart College, among other Catholic, Independent and Government schools across Australia, has been selected to 
participate in the OECDôs Program for International Student Assessment (PISA). PISA is part of the National Assessment 
Program and is conducted every three years across 80 countries. 
 

Thirty age-eligible students, born between 1 May 2002 and 30 April 2003, have been be selected to participate and  
parents/guardians will be notified, through Care Monkey, if their child has been selected. Care Monkey notification will  
include a letter stating when and where the tests will occur, the timeframe and the student requirements which include: pen 
or pencil, eraser, calculator, water and a snack and reading material, excluding homework (in case the student finishes ear-
ly).  PISA ïACER have also provided a brochure including information on results, the Australian Report and Privacy. 

Replacement students and reserve students are not permitted in the PISA assessment. Individual student results are not 
used in assessment or reports. PISA assessment will take place at the College on
